Bike Carrier is not suitable for Tandem bikes, E-bikes, recumbents.
Remove front fenders, child seats & panniers before use.

Warning: Locks are only a deterrent. Please exercise care when protecting your items from theft.

Sensitivity to cross winds, behaviour in curves and braking.
The handling characteristics of the vehicle, changes when you transport a load. For safety reasons, we recommend you exercise
extreme care when transporting wind-resisting loads; special consideration must be taken into account when braking.

Please remove bike rack when putting vehicle through an automatic car wash.

Load Ratings:

Maximum permissible load is 21kg/45Ibs.

Note: the bike rack is configured for installation on the left side of the vehicle. For right side installation please follow steps 1-5 on
pPg 7.
